Most PT schools require three letters of
evaluation. Requirements can vary between
schools, and it is the student’s responsibility to
ensure that they have collected the correct
letters for their program of interest.

Letters of Evaluation

« Large lecture classes make it harder to
connect, so be intentional in building
relationships with professors

« Attend office hours regularly

+ Engage during class & labs

 Develop relationships over a period of time

for a strong letter

Generally, programs expect students to provide:
« one letter from a Physical Therapist
« one letter from a faculty member (some
schools require this to be a major professor)
« one professional (employer, research
mentor, etc.)

Choose Letter Writers Wisely

« Pick people who know you well

« Choose strong, specific letters over
generic letters

- Ask early and give plenty of notice

the most compelling letter.
